Citizens Coalition hosts
national "no-kill" expert

Montcalm Concerned Citizens Coalition hosted

Nathan Winograd on June 6™, author of the book
Redemption - The Myth of Pet Overpopulation and
the No Kill Revolution in American, which has won
5 national book awards. Nathan is the Executive
Director of the No-Kill Advocacy Center in
California and was Director of Operations in San
Francisco when it accomplished "no-kill" and
shelter director in Tompkins County, New York
which also became a "no-kill" community.
Nathan's visit was to lend support to the
Concerned Citizens Coalition of Montcalm in their
efforts to stop the gassing and selling of
companion animals in their county and to
provideeducation and share information about the
no-Kkill
transforming
movement
throughout the
nation.

ANTI-FLEA COOKIES

2 C. unbleached white flour

1/2 C. wheat germ

1/2 C. brewer's yeast from the health
food store

2 cloves minced garlic

3 T. vegetable oil

1 C. chicken or beef stock

Combine the flour, wheat germ, and
yeast in a bowl.

Mix the oil and garlic and slowly add
to flour mixture, alternately with the
chicken stock. Continue until all the
ingredients are incorporated into a
smooth dough.

Roll out on a lightly floured surface
until 1/4 inch thick. Do it in batches if
you're not used to working with
dough. Use a 2-inch-round cookie
cutter to cut into biscuits.
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euthanized in shelters. Families can't adopt
animals that are not marketed or available
because of death sentence policies at
shelters.

The #1 reason for euthanasia of animals is
arbitrary and capricious policies that dictate
euthanizing animals after so many holding
days - even if there is space available in the
shelter.

All shelters can go "no-kill".

The #1 factor in the success of a shelter
becoming "no-kill" is the willingness of the
director. If the director is not willing to work
toward the goal - they need to be replaced

by a compassionate person that will.
Spending per capitia has no relationship to
becoming a "no-kill" shelter.

There is a 10 point proven formula to
becoming a "no-kill" shelter and it will save

money.

Stop the horrific gassing of

homeless Companion Animals
in Michigan

Last newsletter we informed you of two

bills introduced in the Michigan legislature. One of
those bills is receiving
substantial opposition. It is
the bill that would require
shelters and Class B dealers
to euthanize

animals according to the
"preferred practice" of

the Michigan Veterinarian Medical

Association (MVMA) which is injection. The bill
would stop the practice of gassing in Michigan
shelters. Gassing can be a horrific death. There
are currently 10 shelters in Michigan that practice
this method.

Four groups have indicated that they oppose the
bill: Michigan Veterinarian Medical Association,
Michigan Farm Bureau, Michigan Association of
Counties and Michigan Chapter of the United
Kennel Club. We don't understand the logic of the
opposition. Evidently homeless dogs and cats
should not be entitled to a peaceful death like
those that are taken to private veterinarian

offices. There are no private practice
veterinarians in the state using gas to
euthanize animals. They ALL euthanize by
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Put on greased cookie sheets and
bake at 400°F for about 20 to 25
minutes, until browned. Cool in the
oven and leave for a few hours to dry
out.

The dying process for an injection is typically less
than 5 minutes, it is up to 25
minutes for gassing. A national
study has indicated that
euthanizing by injection ($1.94
per animal) is actually cheaper
than the use of gas ($3.21 per
animal). More information can be found on the
Pet Fund website.

The only way we will stop the gassing of
companion animals in Michigan is if the general
public makes it known that WE DON'T WANT
OUR TAX DOLLARS TO BE SPENT IN THIS
INHUMANE WAY!

We need you to:

1. Contant your representative today. Tell
them to support HB 4263 and 4803. Tell them
that you do not want your tax dollars spent to gas
homeless animals.

2. Call or visit your veterinarian and ask them
why they euthanize by injection. Ask why their
professional organization is opposing this method
for homeless animals that are going to be
euthanized? Ask them to contact MVMA to
express their opinion that shelter animals deserve
better.

3. Tell all your friends, family and neighbors to do
#1 and #2.

If you think this issue does not effect you and your
companion animal personally- - - think twice. Do
you know what communities and counties still
gas? Do you ever drive through those
communities with your pet on vacation, to run
errands or to visit family? What if you stopped for
gas and your pet got lose? s this the possible
death you would want for them? Both your
legislators and your veterinarian need to hear from
you - ask them to save tax payer dollars and at the
same time make Michigan a more humane state.

Theobromine'. It is lethal to dogs and cats. It
smells like chocolate and it really attracts dogs,
and if ingested can cause death. Several deaths
have already occurred. Theobromine is in all

The campaign launches in August,
and marks the first time in its more
than 60-year history that the Ad
Council has taken on an animal
welfare cause.

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chocolate, especially dark or baker's

chocolate and is toxic to dogs. Cocoa bean shells
contain potentially toxic quantities of theobromine,
a xanthine compound similar in effects to caffeine
and theophylline. A dog that ingested a lethal
quantity of garden mulch made from cacao bean
shells developed severe convulsions and died 17
hours later.
